The first place you go shopping in London could be one of the large stores. This is the kind of
shop that sells all kinds of things such as furniture, food, toys, etc. Two famous London
department stores are Selfriges's and Harrods's.

Covent Garden is another area of shops and restaurants built in and around the old fruit and
vegetable market made famous in B. Shaw's Pygmalion and the musical My Fair Lady. Covent
Garden is also used for the Royal Opera House in the same area.

Department stores, supermarkets, chemists and other kinds of shops are often called chain
stores, which means they are part of a group of similar stores belonging to one company. Marks
and Spencer is an example of a famous chain store. You can buy quality underwear and sweaters
there. Other well-known chains sell shoes, clothing, household goods, etc. and many British
High Streets have shops in national chains.

At some time you'll probably visit a supermarket too. As you might expect, you'll find not
only food in supermarkets but also, for example, things for the house and alcoholic drinks. You'll
also quite often find a shampoo, soap and common medicines. If you want something from the
last group, however, it may sometimes be a better idea to visit a chemist's, especially if you are
looking for medicine.

Shopping, however, is an art of its own and you have to learn slowly where to buy various
things. In Britain as well as in America you can find different things at places you don't expect
to. So if you are hungry, you can go to the chemist's (a drugstore in the USA). In large drugstores
you may be able to get not only drugs, but stationary articles, candies, toys, braces, furniture.
Every drugstore has a food counter with high stools in front of it and there they serve various
juices, coffee, ice-cream, sandwiches and other dishes.

If you want cigarettes, go to the grocer's: if you want to have your shoes cleaned, go to the
barber's; if you want a radio, go to a man's shop; if you want a suitcase, go to the chemist's. On
the other hand, if you want to send telegrams they are handled by private companies. Nor has the
post office anything to do with the telephone either, as the telephone service is supplied by the
American Telephone and Telegraph Co.



You must be extremely careful concerning the names of certain articles. If you ask for
suspenders in a man's shop, you receive a pair of braces; if you ask for a pair of pants, you
receive a pair of trousers, and should you ask for a pair of braces, you receive a queer look.

You should also be careful about the prices! The sum may be more that appears on the price tags.
This is because there's a sales tax in America on everything except basic foods.

TRAVELLING

Modern life is impossible without travelling. To begin with most of us in big cities
travel every day to our schools, offices and factories. For some people it is quite a trek to
get from home to work. They go by underground, they change to a bus or they take a
taxi. From time to time we have to go to another city or country on business. Then after a
year’s workpeople go on holiday and they do not like to spend it at home.

Millions of people all over the word spend their holidays travelling. They travel to
see other countries and continents, modern cities and the ruins of ancient towns, they
travel to enjoy picturesque or just for a change of scene. It is always interesting to
discover new things, to see different ways of life, to meet different people, to try different
food, to listen to different musical rhythms.

Those who wish to travel, either for pleasure or on business, have at their disposal
various means of transport. If you don’t like travelling on foot there is, for instance, the in
expensive bicycle. Then there’s the motorbike, with witch you can travel quickly and
cheaply, though for long journeys it’s rather tiring. With a motorcar one can travel
comfortably for long distances without getting too tired.

You can travel by sea, because comfortable modern liners cross seas in any
direction you want if you are not afraid of being seasick. You can go by air as well, as
airplanes carry passengers to various parts of the world. But if you asked me what kind of
transport | like best, | should answer that | prefer travelling by train. Although we all
agree that the future lies with air transport, the railway is still one of the most popular
means of communication and, besides, it’s one of the cheapest.

Of course, if | were is short of time and had to travel a long distance | should travel
by air, if I went to England, for instance, | should go by air and in that case | should
arrive in London a few hours after | left Moscow. But if | have some extra time | always
prefer to go by train.

This is the usual sequence of activities then you get to the airport.
DEPARTURES.

First you go to the check-in desk where they weigh your luggage. Usually you are
permitted 20 kilos, but if yours bags weight more, you may have to pay excess (you pay
extra). The airline representative checks your ticket and gives you a boarding card for the
plane with your seat number on it. Then you go through passport control where an
officials checks (not controls) your passport, and into the departure lounge. Here, you can
also buy things in the duty-free, e.g. perfume, alcohol and cigarettes. About half an hour
or forty minutes before take off, you are told to go to a gate number, e.g. gate 14, where
you wait before you get on the plane. When you board (get on) the plane, you find your
seat. If you have hand luggage, you can put it under your seat on in the overhead locker
above your seat.

The plane then taxis (moves slowly) towards the runway, and when is has
permission to take off, it accelerates along the runway and takes off.

Note: The verb to taxi is generally only used in this context.

THE FLIGHT.

You may want or need to understand certain announcements, these come from the
captain (the pilot) or from an air steward or stewardess (cabin crew) flight attendants
(people who look after the passengers) ;

Please fasten your seat belt and put your seat in the upright position.
We are now cruising (flying comfortably) at an altitude (height) of 20000 meters.

May we remind passengers (ask passengers to remember) that there is no smoking
until you are inside the terminal building (where passengers arrive and depart).

The cabin crew (air stewards) are now coming round with landing cards. (These are
cards you sometimes have to fill in when you enter certain countries).

ARRIVAL.

When the plane lands (arrives on the ground), you have to wait for it to stop come
to a halt. When the doors are open, you get off the plane and walk through the terminal
building and go to the baggage reclaim where you collect your luggage. You then pass
through customs (green = nothing to declare; red = goods to declare; blue = European
Union citizens). If you are lucky, you can get a bus, taxi or train to the centre of town
without waiting too long. You can also hire a car (rent a car) at most airports.

NOTE: In British English you normally hire something for a short period, e.g. hire a
room for a party , and rent something for a long period, e.g. a flat, for a car, you can use
both words.

Climate and wildlife

Great Britain is situated on islands. It is washed by seas from all sides. That's why the
climate and the nature of Great Britain are very specific. The mild winters mean that snow is a
regular feature of the higher areas only. Besides Britain is famous for fogs. Sometimes fogs are
so thick that it is impossible to see anything within 2 or 3 meters.

British people always seem to be talking about the weather. There is a saying that Britain
doesn't have a climate, it only has weather. The weather changes very often.

Animal diversity is modest. 100 species have become extinct in the UK during the 20th
century. Here are a lot of small animals. Rodents make up 40% of the total number of mammal
species in Great Britain. These include squirrels, mice, voles, rats and the recently reintroduced
European beaver. Carnivorous mammals include the fox, badger, otter, weasel, stoat and elusive
wildcat. Various species of seal, whale and dolphin are found on or around British shores and
coastlines.

More than 200 species of birds live in the British Isles. The most common are blackbirds
and sparrows. It may be interesting that the robin, one of Britain's common birds becomes the
national symbol of the country.

The humid and mild climate of Great Britain is good for plants and flowers. Some of
them have become symbols in the UK. Probably you know that the poppy is the symbol of
peace, the red rose is the national emblem of England, the thistle is the national emblem of
Scotland, the daffodil and the leek are the emblems of Wales, the shamrock (a kind of clover) is
the emblem of Ireland.

The UK consists of great areas of marshlands and smaller areas of moors. Extensive
forests are in the east and the north of Scotland and in the south, the east and the west part of
England. Oak, elm, ash, and beech are the most common trees in England, while Scotland has
much pine and birch. The Highlands are largely moorlands with heather and grasses.

Political System of the UK

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is a constitutional monarchy.
It means that the sovereign rules only symbolically. So to say the monarch reins but doesn’t rule.

The power of Queen Elizabeth Il is not absolute. It is limited by Parliament. Parliament is
the most important authority in Britain. The legislative body, Parliament, consists of two
chambers: the House of Lords and the House of Commons. The monarch serves formally as head
of state. But the monarch is expected to be politically neutral and should not make political
decisions. The present sovereign is Queen Elizabeth Il. She was crowned in Westminster Abbey
in 1953,



The House of Commons consists of Members of Parliament. There are 650 of them in the
House of Commons. Almost all belong to one of the ten political parties represented in
Parliament. They are elected by secret ballot. General elections are held every five years. The
country is divided into 650 constituencies. All citizens aged 18 and registered in a constituency,
have the right to vote. But voting is not compulsory in Britain. Only persons convicted of corrupt
and certain mentally ill patients don't take part in voting.

There are few political parties in Britain thanks to the British electoral system. The main
ones are: the Conservative Party, the Labour Party and the Liberal / Social Democratic Alliance.

Each political party puts up one candidate for each constituency. The one who wins the
most votes is elected Member of Parliament for that area.

The party which wins the most seats in Parliament forms the Government. Its leader
becomes the Prime Minister. His first job is to choose his Cabinet. The Prime Minister usually
takes policy decisions with the agreement of the Cabinet.

The functions of the House of Commons are legislation and scrutiny of government
activities. The House of Commons is presided over by the Speaker. The Speaker is appointed by
the Government.

The House of Lords is not elected. It comprises about 1,200 peers. Some people in the
House of Lords inherit their places from their fathers and grandfathers. So they are hereditary
peers. But nowadays the most members in the House of Lords are life peers. They get the title
“Lord” or “Lady” for their personal achievements, and their children can’t inherit it. The House
of Lords is presided by the Lord Chancellor. The House of Lords has no real power. It acts rather
as an advisory council. It's in the House of Commons that new bills are introduced and debated.
If the majority of the members are in favour of a bill, it goes to the House of Lords to be debated.
The House of Lords has the right to reject a new bill twice.

But after two rejections they are obliged to accept it. And finally a bill goes to the
monarch to be signed. Only then it becomes law.

Parliament is responsible for British national policy. Local governments are responsible
for organizing of education, police and many others.

In Great Britain there is no written constitution, only customs and traditions.

Under the
Constitution Russia is a presidential republic. The federal government consists of
three branches: legislative, executive and judicial. Each of them is checked and
balanced by the President.

The legislative power is realized by the Federal Assembly. It consists of two
chambers: the Upper Chamber is the Council of Federation, and the Lower
Chamber is the State Duma. The members of the Federal Assembly are elected by



popular vote for a four-year period. Each chamber is headed by the Speaker.
Legislature may be initiated in either of the two Chambers. But to become a law a
bill must be approved by both Chambers and signed by the President. The
President may veto the bill.

The executive power belongs to the Government which is headed by the Prime
Minister. The Prime Minister appoints Ministers and forms the Cabinet.

The judicial power is represented by the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court
and the regional courts.

The President is the Commander-in-Chief of the armed forces, he makes treaties,
enforces laws, appoints ministers who must be approved by the Federal Assembly.
The state symbol of Russia is a three-coloured banner. It has three horizontal
stripes: white, blue and red. The white stripe symbolizes the earth, the blue one
stands for the sky, and the red one symbolizes the liberty. The hymn of Russia is
written by S. Michalkov and A. Aleksandrov. A new national emblem is a two-
headed eagle. It is the most ancient symbol of Russia. It originates from the
heraldic emblem of the Ruricovitches. All these symbols are official. They have
been approved by the Federal Assembly.

Moscow is one of the largest cities in the world and this is the capital of Russia. It is a political,
industrial, cultural, educational, sports and scientific center of our country. The population of
Moscow is more than 10 million people. It is situated in the western part of the country, on the
Moskva river. The city was founded by Prince Yuri Dolgorukiy and it was first mentioned in the
chronicles in 1147.

Five million foreign tourists visit Moscow every year. Red Square and the Kremlin are in the
heart of Moscow. Russian president and the government work here. So these are the first places
of interest for tourists from all over the world. And the main clock of the Spasskaya Tower in
Red Square is the icon of our capital. You can also find a unique architectural wonder - St.
Basil’s Cathedral and the oldest monument to Minin and Pozharsky. Visitors of the Kremlin can
see the Tzar-Cannon and the Tzar-Bell on its territory. The magnificent Cathedral of Christ the
Saviour is another symbol of Moscow. This is the tallest Orthodox church in the world which is
situated on the bank of the Moskva river.

Moscow is proud of its countless museums and galleries: the History Museum, the Armoury
Chamber, the Diamond Fund, the Space Museum. Art lovers usually visit the outstanding
Tretyakov State Gallery, the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts and the Andrei Rublev Museum. A
fabulous collection of paintings, icons and sculptures is exhibited there.

There are also a lot of drama theatres and opera houses in Moscow which are worth visiting. The
Bolshoi and the Maliy Theatres are world-famous, of course, but there are about 70 other
professional theatres in Moscow.

There are many high schools in the city which provide a perfect level of education.
Lomonosov Moscow State University is probably the most famous and it offers a wide range of
modern occupations.

Moscow is very noisy and crowded. There are thousands of cars, buses, trams and trolley-
buses moving along its wide streets. Moscow Metro is famous for its beautiful interior and
convenience.

I am a student of the Urals State University of Railway Transport. The profession of a
railwayman is very interesting and honourable. It attracts many young men and women.
Our University has 6 faculties and above 7000 students study at it. | am a second-year
student of the Operational faculty.

Railway transport has always been the main method of transportation in Russia
because of the specific territorial, geographic and climatic conditions of our country. Big
volumes of freight and passenger traffic over long distances make high requirements to
the development and operation of the transport system. Special emphasis is made on
traffic safety.



My future speciality is intended to solve these problems: the problem of safety of train
movement and the increasing of the railway capacity. The graduates of our faculty can
work as assistant station masters, shunting and train controllers, technical office
operators, railway administration dispatchers. The railway needs highly qualified
specialists. In what other profession except pilot must one man or several men hold the
safety of hundreds and thousands of people in his hands? It is their daily task to carry
great groups of people and valuable freight over the country. It is a dispatcher who is
responsible for train operation.

Dispatcher is in charge of dispatching trains. He is also responsible for making a
complete record of the movement of trains on his division and for timing of all trains. A
dispatcher makes a decision to provide the correct running of the train, the best possible
utilization of locomotives and train crews.

The hump controller is responsible for shunting operation facilities, for the best
possible use of rolling stock, for timely preparation of cars to breaking up, for
marshalling trains under the timetable. The train controller directs the train movement.
That's why the graduates of the Operational faculty must be educated, they must think
quickly and clearly and act with good judgement. An increase in the throughput capacity
of our railways is ensured through a large-scale introduction of automatic block
signalling and dispatcher interlocking systems.

Considerable progress has been achieved in mechanizing and automating the process of
train breaking-up at shunting yards. Extensive mechanisation and automation has been
introduced at the majority of sorting hump yards, some of which are based on a
microprocessor technology and car retarders. Modified car retarders are used on the
humps. And students of our faculty will have to design automatic systems, to control the
work of automatic dispatching system, to check the complete train network.

Our University has many models and visual aids for the students to acquire all
necessary knowledge and practical skills.

While a student at Harvard University in 1975, Gates
and a friend, Paul Allen, developed a computer language for an early version of the personal
computer. Microsoft was born. Gates went on to develop operating systems, such as MS-DOS,
and software programs.

Thanks to Microsoft, Gates is now one of the richest men in America. He is worth more than
$8 billion.

A technical wizard and a fierce business competitor, Gates sees great things ahead for
computers. He says they «are really going to change a lot of things in the world — the way we
work, the way we play and entertain ourselves and even the way we are educated».

Early digital computers inspired by Howard Aiken’s Mark were huge, sometimes filling an
entire room. That was because thousands of switches were needed to compute his binary number
system.

In the binary number system, only two digits are recognized by the computer: 0 when a switch
is off, and 1 when the switch is on. Different combinations of those two digits can represent
thousands of letters and numbers.

The binary number system is still used in today’s computers. The difference is that the
thousands of electrical switches have been replaced by one tiny, solid-state chip that does the
translations electronically.

Albert Einstein: the Greatest Scientist of the 20th Century

Not many people really deserve the title "genius™ but Albert Einstein was one of them. His
discoveries 1 we understand our world today. Albert Einstein was born in Germany in
1879. He was a very slow learner at first. He even had trouble learning to speak! His parents
were really worried. As a boy, Albert Einstein was very unhappy at school. His teachers treated
himbadly 2 . His marks were usually bad.

In 1896 Albert went to Zurich to study at one of the best technical universities. There his
abilities 3 began to show. After he graduated in 1902, Einstein took a job at the Swiss
Patent Office. 1905 was his "Miracle Year", as he published three important essays including one
on the "Special Theory of Relativity". Later Einstein wrote "The Theory of Gravity" and "The
General Theory of Relativity". Soon he became 4 .

In 1914 Einstein moved back to Berlin. In 1921 Einstein was awarded 5, and modestly
travelled third class to Stockholm to receive it. He used his influence to lecture around Europe
and the USA to promote world peace. Soon the Nazis came to power in Germany. So in 1933 he
had to go to America ___ 6 . He died on April 18th, 1955 in New Jersey, leaving behind a new
way for us to look at the world.

Mikhail Lomonosov

Mikhail Vasilyevich Lomonosov (1711—1765) was a Russian scientist and writer who made
important contributions to literature, education and science. Among his discoveries was the
atmosphere of Venus. His interests lay in chemistry, physics, optics, geography, history and art.
His poetry helped to develop the modern Russian language.

Lomonosov was born in the village of Denisovka (now Lomonosovo) near Kholmogory in the
far north of Russia. His father, first a fisherman eventually bought a snip and began transporting
things from Arkhangelsk to other places. When Mikhail was ten, his father decided that the boy
was old enough to help him.

However, young Lomonosov was not interested in the family ousiness Learning was what he
wanted. His neighbour had taught him to read and he spent as much time as he could with books,
among which there was a grammar book and a book of arithmetic. The knowledge he got at
home was not enough for Lomonosov and in 1730, at nineteen he left the village and joined a
caravan ['ka2ravan] travelling to Moscow. Here he entered Slavic Greek Latin Academy and
lived on bread and water for quite a long time but made rapid progress as a student. He
completed a twelve-year study course in only five years, and graduated from the Academy with
brilliant results. A fantastic student, he was given an opportunity to go to Saint Petersburg
University and later to the University of Marburg in Germany. The latter was among Europe's
most important universities in the 18th century. Lomonosov quickly learned German and
developed an interest in German literature and philosophy. He seriously studied chemistry and
began writing poetry. In Germany Lomonosov got married. The money he got from the Russian
Academy of Sciences was not enough for his growing family and he decided to return to St
Petersburg. At home he became a member of the Academy, and soon was made professor of
chemistry. Wishing to improve education in Russia he and Count lvan Shuvalov founded
Moscow University.

Lomonosov developed a number of important theories and made some brilliant discoveries,
wrote poetry some of which is remembered till nowadays.

Isaak Newton

Sir Isaak Newton is a world-famous English scientist, who devoted his life to mathematics,
physics, astronomy [as'tranami] and other sciences. Newton discovered the law of gravity and
many other laws, he developed some very important scientific theories which helped people to
un—derstand and explain a lot of things about the physical world.

Isaak Newton was born in a small village in the east of England in 1642. At school he was
interested in mathe—matics, which he studied later at Cambridge University. In 1655 Newton
received his degree and returned home where he did much of his most important work. Here,
among other things, he studied optics. His experiments [ik speriments] showed that white light
was a mixture of all colours of the rainbow. Many people had seen the colours of the rainbow
before but it was Newton who explained that white light was made of those colours. Newton's
studies of light led him to build the first reflecting telescope [tehskaupl. Newton also first
thought about the law of gravity. The legend says that he discovered this law when an apple fell
on his head while he was sitting under a tree in his garden. That's why in many pictures Newton
was often shown with an apple in his hand.

Newton understood that the same kind of power that made apples fall from trees also gives
objects weight and keeps planets on their orbits. Newton's discoveries are still important for
modern science. For example, by studying the spectrum of light from a star scientists can find
out what it is made of.

Newton took part in the political life of England and was a member of English Parliament. He
didn't have a family and devoted all his life to science. Newton died in 1727 and was buried in
Westminster Abbey where there is a monument to this great man. Many scientists all over the
world admire his talent and consider him to be the greatest genius in the history of mankind.
